Officers
will gain insights into New Jersey's pedestrian laws (Title 39), learn about the synergistic impact
of the 3Es (Education, Enforcement, and Engineering) on safety improvement, and understand
operational protocols for road activities. These proven operations are not only effective but
have been recognized as a primary initiative for pedestrian safety by law enforcement agencies.
Additionally, these operations can serve as a vital foundation for NJ Street Smart Safety
Campaigns and make departments eligible for NJDHTS pedestrian safety grants.
